Liverpool and the Beatles

On Wednesday 24th October 1962, Love Me Do entered the British Top
Thirty. It was the first single by an unknown group from Liverpool called
the Beatles. It was the first of a number of big hits that would make John
Lennon, Paul McCartney, George Harrison and Ringo Starr the most
successful pop group the world has ever known.



However, the road to success was not always casy. John and Paul had
spent many afternoons listening to American stars like Chuck Berry
and Elvis Presley before they were able to write the famous Lennon and
McCartney songs.

Although the long evenings spent playing in hot nightclubs in Liverpool
and Hamburg in Germany had not earned them much money, they found
the experience very useful when playing to huge audicnces later on.

Not only was their style of singing new and exciting but their unusual
haircuts and crazy sense of humour immediately became the latest fashion.

One of the most important people at the start of their careers was
Brian Epstein, a Liverpoolian record dealer. He managed to change
four ordinary working-class lads into international superstars. George
Martin, their record producer, encouraged them to introduce all kinds of
unusual instruments on their records and combine popular and classical
styles in a new and original way.

During the 1960s the Beatles were always in the news headlines; films,
world tours and sometimes scandal. John once suggested that the Beatles
were better known than Jesus Christ. This caused hundreds of young
Americans to burn their Beatle records. In addition some people thought
there were hidden messages about drugs in some of the songs.

After a decade of successful music and films, the Beatles finally decided
to break up in the early seventies, after public disagreements about money
and personalities.

Although many fans hoped there would be a reunion throughout the
1970s, this became impossible with the tragic murder of John Lennon in
New York in 1980.

The surviving Beatles are still deeply involved in musical and film
projects, but many fans still long for the music of the 60s.

Dr. Ian Stirling watched polar bears for several years and managed
to prove that at least two things people say about these creatures
are not true. First, great white bears are not left-pawed. In fact,
polar bears seem to use their right and left paws equally. And
secondly, polar bears do not share food with arctic fox. On the
contrary, during the spring season when both go hunting they are
competitors.

Polar bears have their own proper manners. For example, nose-to-
nose greetings are a way a bear asks another bear for something,
such as food. When polar bears want to play they start shaking
their heads from side to side to attract others. Mother bears scold
cubs with a low roar. Most often polar bears use a combination of
body language and vocal sounds to express their ideas.



C. Biologists estimate there are about 20 thousand polar bears.
They live in Canada, Russia, Greenland, Norway and Alaska.
Unfortunately the recent reports say that the population of polar
bears is getting smaller. Two thirds of these wild creatures could
disappear by mid-century. In May 2008 the U.S. listed the polar
bear as a threatened species.

D. Polar bears depend on seal fat which is the highest calorie food
source possible. That’s why a lot of polar bears live in areas where
they can hunt seals at openings in the sea ice. Greenhouse gases
lead to rapid loss of sea ice. Polar bear specialists say these ice
losses are the biggest danger to polar bear survival. If they can’t
hunt seals they are endangered.

E. Polar bears love the Arctic climate, where winter temperatures can
plunge to — 45 °C. Polar bears are protected by two layers of fur
that help keep them warm. They also have a thick fat layer. In
addition, their compact ears and small tails also prevent heat loss.
In fact, polar bears have more problems with overheating than
they do from the cold — especially when they run.

F. Polar bears are right at the top of the arctic food chain. They
balance nature by preventing an overpopulation of seals. Smaller
seals are accessible to younger bears and females. Male bears hunt
seals that are larger. All other foods that polar bears may get
don’t provide enough calories to provide them with all the fat they
need because of their massive body size.

G. Females give birth to their first litter when they are between four
and eight years old. The cubs appear in November and December in
snow caves called maternity dens. These have the best conditions
for small cubs. Most mothers choose sites in snowdrifts along
mountain slopes or hills. They try to choose favourable location
near the shore. Some dig their dens in snowdrifts on the sea ice.

Stonehenge

Stonehenge is Britain’s greatest national icon. Its original purpose
is not clear to people, but some scientists have speculated that it used
to be a temple made for the worship of ancient gods. It is called an
astronomical observatory for marking important events on the prehistoric
calendar. Others are sure that it used to be a sacred site for the burial
of high-ranking citizens from the ancient societies. g

While we can’t say for sure what it was for, we can say that it wasn’t
constructed for any casual purpose. Only something very important to
ancient people would be worth the effort and investment that it took
to construct Stonehenge. :

The stones we see today represent Stonehenge in ruin. Many of the
original stones have been destroyed or removed by previous generations
for home construction or road repair.

In its day, the construction of Stonehenge was an impressive
engineering achievement, requiring a lot of time and plenty of manual
labor. In its first phase, Stonehenge was a large earthwork done
approximately 5,000 years ago.

About 2,000 BC, the first stone circle (which is the inner circle
now), made of small bluestones, was set up, but abandoned before
completion. The stones used in that first circle must be from the
Prescelly Mountains, located 240 miles away. The bluestones weigh up
to 4 tons each and about 80 stones were used, in all.

The giant stones which form the outer circle weigh 50 tons each. To
transport them from the Marlborough Downs, 20 miles to the north,
is a greater problem than moving the bluestones. Most of the way, the
transportation is quite easy, but at the steepest part of the route, at
Redhorn Hill, as modern scientists estimate, at least 600 men were
needed just to get each stone past this obstacle.

The question who built Stonehenge is not answered, even today. The
monument’s construction has been associated with many ancient peoples
throughout the years, for example with the Druids. This connection was
first made around 3 centuries ago by John Aubrey. Julius Caesar and
other Roman writers told of Celtic priests during the first conquest (55



BC). By this time, though, the stones had been there for 2,000 years,
and were, perhaps, already in a ruined condition. Besides, the Druids
worshipped in forest temples and did not need any stone structures. The
best guess seems to be that the Stonehenge site was begun by the people
of the late Neolithic period (around 3000 BC) and carried forward by
people from a new economy which was arising at this time.

Nowadays the Stonehenge is still a very impressive site, and the
closer you get to it the more impressive it is. No travel itinerary around
Britain should omit it.
